Home Learning 
All homework is given out on a Friday and due on Wednesday. Big Talk is due in on a Friday for the independent Big Write. Spelling Tests is on a Friday. Home Learning is recorded in their Home- learning diary. These diaries contain lots of useful information to support pupil learning. Parents/carers are required to sign the Home-learning diary each week to confirm tasks have been completed. The diary will also be used for teacher-parent communication when necessary. 



Reading 
To make progress, children should read every day, and we think updating comments on Boom Reader 5 times per week shows that they are reading regularly which will go a long way to ensuring that they make excellent progress. Books are sent from school, but as an alternative, they can read a book from home or visit Heston library, read a book on a tablet or iPad or even a comic to show a love of reading! Ideally, it would be for 20 minutes daily. Five comments per week including one tool and two parent/guardian signatures. Books will only get changed (Monday and Friday unless your child is a daily reader) if pupils have completed this and have marked ‘book completed’ on Boom Reader.






Maths: 
The children will continue to use the Maths Mastery Scheme this year in Year 4. This term children will be focusing on 
This year, the government multiplication timetables check will go ahead and take place in June 2023. All children in Year 4 will be expected to know all of their times tables from
 1-12. Therefore, in order to achieve this, we shall be setting lots of home learning based on their times tables knowledge and accuracy. To support this, we have invested in TT Rock Stars.
Your child already has a login (a username and password) to practise, to compete against other children and improve their accuracy and timing. They should have been using this regularly.

This term, Year 4 are reading a story titled, ‘Giant’ by Kate Scott. We shall be reading the book together as a class, so please do NOT read on in the book at home.
In the weekly writing activity for Friday (Big Write), we shall work on improving joined-up (cursive) handwriting and the use of interesting vocabulary. Big Talk is essential for children to think independently.

This year we aim to continue our outdoor visits to enhance and enrich our pupil’s knowledge and experience in the topics we are covering. 

This term, in the broader curriculum, Year 4 will be learning about the following:

SCIENCE
Human Nutrition  
· Describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans
· Identify the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions
Sound 
· Identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating
· Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear
· Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it
· Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it
· Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases
