Reading:

Each child has been issued with a reading book within a wallet. This year we are using the app ‘Boom Reader’ for parents to record all the reading that is undertaken at home. Each child has been given login in details and a leaflet explaining how it all works. IT IS VERY IMPORTANT that all parents download the ‘Boom Reader’ app.  In Year 1, we encourage reading with an adult every evening for approximately 20 minutes. When reading with your child ask them questions about what they have read to ensure understanding. After reading, please ensure to make a record on the ‘Boom Reader’ app. If the book is finished, click the book completed button to notify the class teacher

Maths: 
The children will continue to use the Maths Mastery Scheme this year in Year 4. This term children will be focusing on Reasoning with numbers, exploring calculation strategies (addition and subtraction), Multiplication and Division & interpreting data. 
This year, the government multiplication times tables check will go ahead and take place in June 2023. All children in Year 4 will be expected to know all of their times tables from
 1-12. Therefore, in order to achieve this, we shall be setting lots of home learning based on their times tables knowledge and accuracy. To support this, we have invested in TT Rock Stars.
Your child already has a login (a username and password) to practise, to compete against other children and improve their accuracy and timing. They should have been using this regularly.

This term, Year 4 are reading a story titled, ‘James and the Giant Peach’ by Roald Dahl. We shall be reading the book together as a class, so please do NOT read on in the book at home or watch the film.

In the weekly writing activity for Friday (Big Write), we shall work on improving joined-up (cursive) handwriting and the use of interesting vocabulary. Big Talk is essential for children to think independently.

Children will develop their reading skills through ‘Destination Reader’, learning reading strategies include: predicting, clarifying, questioning, summarising and inferring using a range of texts by collaborative learning.
