	Key skills

	Colour: Colour is an important design consideration for landscape painting.
Line: Lines are related to the eye’s movement or flow. They can be created vertically, horizontally or curvilinear.
Form: Form is associated with three dimensional objects like trees and shrubs
Texture: Texture is a subtle but important element of landscape design.
Scale: Scale refers to the size of an object or objects in relation to the surroundings
	
	Primary colours : blue, yellow and  red.[image: ]
Three Secondary Colours: Orange, Green, Violet.
Six Tertiary Colours: Red-Orange, Yellow-Orange, Yellow-Green, Blue-Green, Blue-Violet, Red-Violet, which are formed by mixing a primary with a secondary.
