	Who is Frida Kahlo?
Frida Kahlo (6 July 1907 – 13 July 1954) was a Mexican painter. She was known for her surreal and very personal works. She was married to Diego Rivera, also a well-known painter.
When she was a child, Frida loved to draw. She preferred to spend hours on her own, being creative, rather than playing with her siblings.  
She was training to become a doctor, but a tragic accident meant she was often in pain. She became an artist instead. You can often see signs of pain in her paintings. She often had to paint from her bed and had a special easel made.
She is famous for herself portraits. 55 of her 143 paintings were self-portraits, rich in symbolism.
Frida was very proud of her Mexican heritage and
