In Communication and Language we will be learning:
Discussions about past and present: photographs of different types of transport.
Books, fiction and non-fiction stories.
Discuss about the stories using full sentences.
Sequence the stories in chronological order.
Describe characters from the stories.
Use Thinking Hats to discuss the stories we read in class.
Story making – a magic carpet ride/a hot air balloon ride/ a ride on a broomstick. 
Circle time Memory and list games – ‘I packed my bag and in it I put…’


In Maths we will be learning: 
The calendar (days of the week, months of the year) and discuss the seasons.
Counting and reading numbers within 15.
Learn about odd and even numbers.
Understanding ‘one more’, ‘one less’ within 20.
Sorting vehicles  
Add one digit numbers.
Making 3D models of vehicle
Using money in role play – e.g. buying tickets Make paper aeroplanes.
Grouping and sharing  objects.
Use 2D/3D shapes to create vehicles.
Data handling: a bar chart showing our class mode of transport to school..




In Personal Social and Emotional Development we will be learning to:
Road Safety.
Map reading 
Small world road and track activities.
Discuss personal journeys the children have 
been on.
Use chairs to be an impromptu     
bus/plane/car/train 
Healthy and eco ways of 
travelling – walking, biking, public transport
Travel  Agents Role play area in class.
Rescue vehicles – 
ambulance/fire engine/helicopter/lifeboat




In Understanding the World we will be learning about:
Map making – which way do you come to nursery/school? 
Collection of maps to investigate.
Compare past and present transport.
Collection of tickets from different modes of transport.
Discuss about public transport and save the environment.
Directions games and stop-go games.
Outdoor play – old car tyres to roll around wet sand tray – tracks 
Road safety 
Vehicles construction/building activities.


In Literacy we will be learning: 
Use phonic knowledge to decode words. 
Use  phonic knowledge to write words with ‘Fred Fingers’.
Learn how to read and write few.
common exception words (Red Words).
Play writing opportunities in the roleplay area – lists/letters/postcards.
Make tickets for train/plane/bus journeys.
Passports to fill.
Read and label a map.













In Expressive Arts and Design we will be exploring :
Tyre prints/rubbings on different surfaces.
Painting with wheels 3D models of vehicles.
Make vehicle models with junk material.
Songs and rhymes on transport.
Book collections about single types of transport e.g. stories about cars.
Selection of large cardboard boxes for imaginative play.
Imitate vehicle sounds with musical instruments. Making postcards.
Make paper aeroplanes.
Body sounds and rhythms.






In Physical Development we will be learning:
Transport mimes – getting on a train/into a boat/in a car.
Movements based on vehicles.
Stop/go games using traffic light colours.
Positional games Fast/slow games based on modes of transport Construction kits Make tracks with footprints Set up an obstacle course to travel along.
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
