Mathematics

Say one number for each item in order: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5.

Talk about some 2D and 3D shapes using informal and mathematical language, e.g. ‘sides’, ‘corners’, ‘flat’, ‘curved’.
Recite numbers past to 5
Identify different patterns around them such as patterns on their clothing and animals.

PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT & MOVEMENT
Children will:

Use large-muscle movements to paint and make marks.

Increasingly be able to use and remember sequences and patterns of movements which are related to music and rhythm.

Negotiate space and obstacles safely, with
consideration for themselves and others.

Use a range of small tools, including scissors,
paintbrushes and cutlery.




THE ARTS- MUSIC/DRAMA/ART
Practise performing songs and begin to find the pulse and keep the rhythm.
Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
Respond to what they have heard expressing their thoughts and feelings.
Take part in pretend play using objects around them and begin to develop story using small world equipment (dolls, animals and puppets).
Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs.
