The meeting began with Mrs Benton introducing herself.  The councillors then introduced themselves and explained why they felt they are suited to their new role. 

Mrs Benton explained the structure of the meetings and the purpose of each class having elected them as a councillor.  Mrs Benton recapped the items discussed with classes before the meeting.  
Role of School Councillor 
The councillors discussed many aspects of the role of school councillor.  They felt that they should be a good role model to the other children in the class.  The councillor needs to be confident and able to help solve problems.  Several councillors felt that they needed to be fair and represent the whole class.  Other key aspects of the role discussed included being a good listener and speaking with a clear voice.  We also highlighted that the councillors should feel proud that they have been elected by their fellow peers.  
Hopes and wishes for 2018-19
Councillors were very enthusiastic to discuss the next item on the agenda! Suggestions for possible events this year included a disco (the children requested a Halloween Disco but we discussed that time is required to plan an event like this).  Mrs Benton to consider a disco in the second half of the Autumn Term.  One councillor stated that her class had discussed having a pyjama day.  Other events included a movie night, pet day and Disney day.  On the theme of helping to further improve Westbrook Primary, the Council discussed increasing the number of clubs (cooking, gymnastics & dodgeball), having a school football kit, increasing the photos on the website, litter picking events, more wet-play games, increasing the number of water fountains outside and a daily run for all year groups.  One councillor also requested a clock in the playground so that the children can check the time during break.   Mrs Benton informed the councillors that she would do her best to try to incorporate some of these fantastic ideas. 
Mrs Benton thanked the councillors for making such valid contributions and making the first school council meeting of 2018-2019 so enjoyable.  She also asked a minority of councillors to remind their teachers that they must have a discussion before the meeting to ensure what they say reflects the views of the whole class.
