● I also learnt that on a train you should never open the carriage door or lean on
them in case they ever accidentally malfunction and open and if you do you will
fall into the train track.

● When you are waiting near a road or platform you have to take your body height
and a step back as the safe distance to stand. It is very important to do this
because if you don't you can either accidentally fall onto the road or the train
track, this is very dangerous.
